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S.K.R. & S.K.R. Government College for Women (A) is bestowed with 13 ICT (Information and Communication Technology) enabled classrooms including 2 Virtual class rooms and 3 digital class rooms for effective teaching-learning. These Classrooms are fully equipped with Computers and LCD projectors. All the departments are well equipped with latest computers, color printers cum scanners which have Wi-Fi connectivity. This enables the teachers to be connected with the students offline as well as online.
In addition to chalk and talk method of teaching, our faculty members are well experienced in using the IT enabled learning tools such as PPT, Video clippings , Audio system, online resources,to expose the students for advanced knowledge and practical learning. Blended teaching-learning is adopted by the teachers, where they use traditional classroom teaching methods together with the use of online learning for the same students studying the same content in the same course.
The faculty use the following ICT enabled tools and online resources to enhance the quality of teaching-learning.
· Google classroom is used to manage and post course related information- learning material, quizzes, lab submissions and evaluations, assignments, etc.
· As the UGC has banned dissections virtual demonstrations and dissections are used by teachers to enable the students to gain a better understanding. Lab manuals and procedures are mailed to students well in advance before the experiment is performed.
· To improve the learning skills of the students, quizzes and assignments are conducted using online assessment tools like Testmoz, Socrative, Google forms, Mentimeter & kahoot, a game-based assessment tool. All these can be easily accessed by students in their smart phones and the teachers can readily obtain the evaluative report.
· Digital Plickers are also used to collect real-time formative assessment data without the need for student devices.
· Even Covid-19 could not stop the teaching, learning & evaluation procedure of the college.
· During Covid pandemic, online teaching was effectively carried out by all the teaching fraternity by creating programme-wise student’s WhatsApp groups. Sharing meeting links, study materials, online teaching recorded videos.
· Online platforms like Cisco Webex, Zoom, Google meet were effectively used to teach the curriculum to the students with interaction.
· Auditorium- is digitally equipped with mike, projector, cameras and computer system to organise various awareness programs, student induction programs for students.
· Indirect Assessment is done by collecting feed-back from the students on the curriculum and teaching-learning environment on every course at semester end.
· YouTube is also used as a learning platform. Course & Topic related videos are shared with students in the WhatsApp groups for clear understanding. Our lectures are running YouTube channels which are subscribed by our students. Teachers upload the videos and online lessons which can be watched by students at their convenience.
· Our college faculty and students are registered in the UGC N-LIST-INFLBNET Centre. The N-LIST Project provides access to e-resources to students and faculty from colleges and other beneficiary institutions through server(s) installed at the INFLIBNET Centre. Our students have access to e-resources and they download articles required by them directly from the publisher's website.
· Our Commissioner of Collegiate Education, Andhra Pradesh selected faculty and trained our teachers for developing e-content and LMS videos. Teachers using OBS software, online editing tools like open shot video editor and Audacity, developed videos and e-content and also uploaded them in APCCE LMS website. These videos can be accessed by students from anywhere and at any time and they can easily understand the subject with quality information.
· APSCHE also selected and trained teachers in developing Podcasts. Podcast is a digital audio file made available on the internet for downloading to a personal audio player. Teachers can record and share podcast to provide additional and revision material to the students. Podcasts can immensely benefit to auditory learners in their learning. Online teaching and learning process can be enriched with podcasts related to the course. APSCHE LMS portal is available for students.
· The research journals and e-books are available on online library to our faculty and students.
· All the departments regularly conduct webinars, workshops and guest lectures, on the new developments in the core subjects for effective teaching and learning by Industry experts and Alumni on Zoom platforms.
· Our students and faculty also have access to Swayam Prabha channels, where the students are enrolled in their course related channels to understand the subjects better and in depth and also helpful to them in appearing for competitive examinations.
· Our teachers also use blogsto publish assignments, resources, and keep students and even parents up to date on class events, due dates, and content being covered. Blogging is a great way toencourage students to express their ideas, be creative, develop confidence in writing, to communicate and collaborate with peers and the teachers.
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
